HALL OF FAME AWARD 
IOWA STATE AUXILIARY
A guideline for the hall of fame for outstanding members, living and deceased, who have been faithfully involved and who have unselfishly served in auxiliary and aerie functions at the local, state and national levels during their time as a member in good standing.  To assist the committee, the following expressions of policy were adopted.
A.  The Hall of Fame committee will be appointed by the Madam State President to serve during her term of office, and will consist of five Past Madam State Presidents.
B. It will be the understanding that this committee will receive all nominations in writing for evaluation.
C. Any auxiliary within the State of Iowa may submit nominations in behalf of a qualified nominee.
D. From the nominations received, there will be two (2) living and (1) deceased chosen.
E. Upon completion of her office as Jr Past Madam State President in the Iowa State Auxiliary, the Jr Past Madam State President will be recognized as a member of the Iowa State Auxiliary Hall of Fame.
F. Photos of recipients will be displayed in a place of honor within their home Auxiliary.
G. The committee’s decision for recipients of awards will be final.
H. Nominee qualifications will be as follows:
1.  A minimum of 12 years of continual membership in the eagles auxiliary.
2. Must be/had been in good standing in her auxiliary.
3. Must be/had been at least 35 years of age when nomination is submitted.
The State Aerie has adopted the hall of fame program and a copy of the rules have been sent to the Iowa State Aerie Secretary.
